During the early years when the City was
still a Village, this volunteer, community-
oriented civic organization was
responsible for the formation of the first
Recreational Commission. They started
action to abolish gambling
establishments, and circulated petitions
from house to house for sewers and
improved community services. The
League worked tirelessly in support of
purchasing the Masonic Country Club on
Jefferson and Masonic for a municipal
park. Today, of course, it is known as
Veterans Memorial Park and has become a
popular site for family activities. 

In recent history, the Women's Civic
League is best known for their town hall
meetings. Come election time, voters
know that they can depend on the Meet
the Candidates Town Hall Meeting to
provide them with an unbiased look at the
candidates and the issues. Each
candidate on the ballot is invited to the
meeting to speak out the vital issues they
feel need to be addressed by our local
government and residents are given an
opportunity to ask questions of the
candidates.
